Make sure you know
where they are when you need

Todd Martin, General Man-
ager, and Willie Upshaw,
Field Manager, of the
Bridgeport Bluefish enlight-
ened us as to the possibility
of viewing attractive baseball
at very reasonable prices
nearby in CT. The Bluefish
are aptly named as they play
in the Harbor Yard Ballpark
adjoining Long Island Sound
where a great many Bluefish
abide and are caught regu-
larly by our own esteemed
RMC fishing group.  Willie
dominated the presentation
with his personal history, a
detailed description of the
style and quality of the base-
ball played by the Bluefish,
and his hopes for their future.
His illustrious uncle was the
recently departed Gene
Upshaw, Hall of Fame guard
and head of the NFL Players
Union.

They must continually search
for players who run the gamut
of older former major leaguers
who hope to get back to “the
bigs”, very young talent who
are “free agents” and those
who have been released from
a minor league team. Willie
currently has his team in first
place and hoping for a title.
They have several attractive
promotion nights, i.e. “kids eat

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In Vino Veritas
by Col. Jack Daniels

 “O.K. for accompanying sum-
mer snacks”, or “good  for sip-
ping around the pool or pa-
tio”, like Rodney Dangerfield,
has said of himself, they
“don’t get no respect.”   Alexis
Bespaloff in the revised
Frank Schoonmaker Ency-
clopedia of Wine”  states that
Rose’s are often, “simple,
semi-sweet, and undistin-
guished.”   Hugh Johnson,
the world’s most widely read
wine writer does not even
mention Rose’s in the list of
wines in his “Pocket Wine
Book”.  He does, however,
give them a mention, albeit
condescendingly, in his list-
ing of Wine and Food
Matches, where he recom-
mends a Rose’ to accompany
Moussaka and Paella.

RMC Wizards sampled eight
Rose’s last month and deter-
mined that these wines may
certainly be viewed as more
than just lightweight, lun-
cheon sippers. Further, our
fearless stalwart experiment-
ers added plaudits for the re-
markable variety of colors,

body and styles that these
wines come in.  Most of us were
introduced to Rose’s via
Mateus or Lancers.They were
“college” wines, just a small
step ahead of soda pop. In our
youth, we felt grown up drink-
ing them. In romantic mood,
we made table lamps, putting
a candle in the empty bottle to
impress our current girl
friend.  You may review the
eight wines tasted by the Wiz-
ards by logging onto the RMC
website. You won’t find Lan-
cers or Mateus but you will
find a useful and worthy intro-
duction to these underrated
wines. The wine gods, sadly,
did not consider our pocket-
books !  Taking top honors and
most points at both tastings,
were the most expensive wines.

How can we explain the rea-
sons for such descriptors as “en-
joyable, pleasant” that have
haunted these wines for a hun-
dred years?  In my view, one
reason is the vast number of
grapes which are used to make
it. Rose’s are not made by mix-
ing red wine and white wine, a
practice which is forbidden in
France and many other coun-
tries. They are made by using
black grapes but instead of
leaving the fermented juice on
the skins until the juice is red,
the juice is left in contact with

the skins just long enough to
extract a desired amount of
color. Almost all juice from
black grapes is clear. The color
red of red wine is extracted
from the skins during fermen-
tation.  This means that any
black grape can be used to
make a true ‘vin rose’  and that
leads to a dizzying number of
flavors and styles. Without a
unifying character, Rose’s be-
came non-descript, almost
anonymous ! A second reason
for Rose’s being considered
lightweights, is the lack of
fame, a lack of publicity re-
garding their suitability as a
match for fine foods.   When
have you ever seen a Rose’
mentioned on a menu or a
wine list as going very well
with a certain entrée or appe-
tizer.

Our Wizards were lucky !
They had six delicious appe-
tizers prepared by the inde-
fatigable Ted McCormick. Suc-
culent morsels which allowed
us to assay just what matches
were possible and how well the
Rose’s complimented a gamut
of flavors.

A Boston Irishman through and
through. Born in Brookline Massa-
chusetts, the ancestral home of the
Kennedys, raised in Jamaica
Plain, in the neighborhood of
James Michael Curley, former
Mayor of Boston, (many times),
who succeeded John F. Fitzgerald,
Honey Fitz to his friends; father of
Rose Kennedy, mother of the
Kennedy clan.
I was educated in the Boston Pub-
lic School System and graduated
from English High School in 1943.
I then spent a semester at Boston
College before joining the Navy in
July of ‘43. I was discharged as a
Hospital Corpsman in May of 1946
went back to BC in the fall after
working at Fenway Park for the
Boston Red Sox all summer. What
a joy!
I received my degree from BC in
January of 1950 and began my
career in the Health Care Industry
with Liggett Drug, McKesson and
Robbins and finally Eli Lilly and
Company where I spent the next
nearly forty years.
I married my college sweetheart,
Anne Marie Dawson,and together
we moved around the country with

our five children in tow, in vari-
ous sales and management po-
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The production of electrical
energy from nuclear power
has been a discussion taking
place in our country for a
number of years now. On
July 1st we had an expert
Pat Falciano join us and
bring us some information
regarding nuclear power
and the advantages it might
have in the production of
electrical energy.
Pat had worked at Indian
Point in New York State for
39 years and up until re-
cently was with Entergy
Nuclear Services, the com-
pany that currently operates
the Indian Point Nuclear
facility. He retired in 2007
and now operates his own
consulting company,
Nuclear Renaissance. He is
currently under contract
with Entergy to continue
their outreach program at
Indian point.
Pat’s power point presenta-
tion brought us through how
Nuclear power is generated
using Uranium, and the spe-
cially constructed plants and
equipment that are neces-
sary to safely and economi-
cally produce the electric

power that runs our homes
and factories.
 Nuclear power, he told us
generates just 20% of the
electricity that we use in the
United States, in France for
example its 77% world wide
it’s about 11%.
There are groups through
out the world that feel that
generating electricity via
nuclear power is madness
even though it is cost effec-
tive and is probably environ-
mentally friendly. Tom em-
phasized that it is also tre-
mendously efficient in that
it produces huge amounts of
energy from small amounts
of fuel. Detractors point out
the nuclear waste problem;
it’s difficult to store, it’s ra-
dioactivity and heat genera-
tion doesn’t diminish for
thousand of years.
The terrible accident at
Chernobyl is constantly re-
ferred to.
Tom pointed out to his audi-
ence that, nuclear plants in
the U.S. are specially con-
structed to avoid these kinds
of accidents. It is very un-
likely that the same thing
could ever happen again.
The fact remains that
nuclear power is not expen-
sive to make, it’s friendly to
our environment, large
amounts of energy are pro-
duced from small amounts of
fuel, the waste is toxic but
there are only small
amounts of it and it’s reli-

able.
Tom’s talk was very thought
provoking and gave one an
opportunity to weigh the ad-
vantages and disadvantages
of producing electricity from
nuclear power instead of
from fossil fuels.It’s probably
a decision our society will
have to be making for the
future.
 Make up your own mind!

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Vietnam - A Visit

with Don Daughters

One of our own was the prin-
ciple speaker on July 15.
During the war Don was a
reservist and although he
didn’t get to Vietnam he de-
veloped a strong interest
and curiosity about the coun-
try.
Last November Don and
Kam traveled to Vietnam,
had a magnificent visit,  took
lots of photos, had a great
time in the two weeks they
were there and came back
with lots of memories of a
country that really im-
pressed and surprised them.
After his presentation I’m
sure most of the audience
felt the same way. He didn’t
expect what he saw and I’ll
bet most of us didn’t expect
what we saw.
We have heard much nega-
tivity in regard to this coun-
try, some I’m sure well de-
served. Don’s photos and his
remarks shed a different
light on a place and its
people that most of us are
not to familiar with.
Don commented on how well
they had been treated as vis-
iting Americans, the food
was great and what they saw
was different, unusual and
beautiful.

They were able to travel and
see Saigon, now Ho Chi
Minh City, its largest city
and former capitol. The in-
fluence of the French was
evident all over the city as
was the lack of autos; travel
is mostly by motorcycles,
thousands of them. He had
photos of the Presidential
Palace in Saigon which is
not formally used and has
been left exactly as it was in
1975.They also had an op-
portunity to travel into the
country side making a visit
to Cu Chi the city of tunnels.
These are an elaborate octo-
pus of tunnels 125 miles of
them under the city where
much of the population was
able to escape too during the
war and continue their lives.
There were other cities,
other places, other shrines
and palaces and I under-
stand thousands of photos.
He could have kept us there
all day.
His slide presentation was

great and his descriptions of
the cities they visited
matched the beauty of his
slide presentation.
It was so obvious from his
photographs how different
and unusual this country is,
from its architectural won-
ders to it’s history and the
progress it is making after so
many political and war time
struggles.
This was a travelogue par
excellence!
